	Parish Matters:
Playground Inspection – The playground inspection in the summer identified some rot to the posts. It was agreed that Cllr Helen Nixseaman would contact Trevor Stewart who installed it. It was agreed that the Clerk would request that Councillor is present at the inspection in 2023. It was agreed that Kai O’Hanlan would be asked to lift the crown of the trees that overhang equipment to try to reduce the amount of bird droppings. 
New Councillor Code of Conduct – It was agreed that this would be adopted and the Clerk would check who is recommended to be trained.
Tyte Pond – It was agreed that the Clerk would investigate low maintenance benches and circulate to Councillors. The posts will be replaced as well as installing a bench.

Allotments – Rents are being collected from the allotment holders. It was agreed that the base/stand on which the water tank sits would be replaced, ideally with breeze blocks that won’t rot.
Clerks Homeworking Allowance – It was agreed that the hourly rate of pay will be increased by the amount of homeworking allowance previously paid. This will not cost the PC any more.

	Correspondence:
George and Dragon – Minute Item 22/037 in the July minutes which stated that some questions had been asked about hygiene at the pub had resulted in some correspondence to the Parish Council. Cherwell District Council had confirmed that documents had been issued to the Landlord to enable registration with Environmental Health if food was going to be served and that the licence to enable the sale of alcohol was in the process of being changed from the previous owner to the new owner.
New ownership of the Industrial Estate – The new owner had contacted the Parish Council requesting a meeting to introduce himself and advising that although the prior owner considered potential redevelopment for residential use, his company has no such plans. It is planned to slowly improve its condition, security, and energy efficiency, provide a base for local businesses and operate a family business from one of the units. He is unable to attend Parish Council meetings on a Wednesday evening so it was agreed that the Chairman and Clerk will try to meet him.
