	Parish Matters:
Footpath 346/18 from Ivy Lane to the Allotments – This has been reported to OCC as dangerous at the top where it is steep especially when wet. It was agreed that the clerk would chase this up with OCC. It was very overgrown at the top, but the vegetation has been cleared back.
Footpath 346/12 behind The Dairyground – Mr Mike Carwithen, Footpath Warden, has reported that this path is overgrown, and it is scheduled to be cleared by OCC.
Registration of the George & Dragon as an Asset of Community Value – The application has been submitted to Cherwell and further information provided subsequently. A decision is expected in August.
